An appointment to view the house and discuss your requirements with one of our
events team can be arranged Monday to Friday 9am — S5pm.

Reservations

Having discussed your requirements and agreed a date for your wedding, the next
stage is to place a provisional reservation with us. Within 14 days of placing this
reservation, we would ask you to confirm your reservation in writing and enclose a
non-refundable deposit of one third of your venue hire.

Once we have received your non-refundable deposit, we will confirm your
reservation, enclosing a receipt for the deposit. Should we not receive a deposit
within 14 days, we shall be obliged to release the provisional reservation.

Prices

Please note that prices are correct at time of print, but may be subject to change. All
prices are exclusive of VAT. If paying by credit card a surcharge of 2.5% will be
charged to your account. Please note that weddings taking place between 24
December and 3 January will be subject to a 25% surcharge.

Cancellations

Should you decide to cancel your booking, we reserve the right to retain the initial
deposit, along with the charges based on the value of the expected account and the
notice provided.

SUPPLIERS

When can we get married?

Access time will be arranged on booking. Please note that the house closes to the general
public at 2.30pm on Saturday's during our visitor season. Access is normally one hour
subsequent to this. For weddings not taking place on a Saturday, access is from 5pm

Can we get ready in the house?
There is a private wing of the house that can be hired for this purpose.

What can guests do whilst the photographs are being taken?
Normally you arrange for your caterers to put on a drinks reception at this time. Tours of the
house can also be organised, for a small fee.

Can we hold our evening dance within the house?
After the wedding meal, the Marble Hall is cleared ready for the evening dance, providing a
large dance floor

Are photographs of the wedding permitted?
Yes, we allow wedding photographs to be taken within specific areas of the house.

Is it possible to organise taxis at the end of the evening for guests?
Taxis can be arranged for guests, as they are ready to leave.

What is the typical format of the wedding day?
If you are having your ceremony at Mount Stuart:

a.  You will arrive at Mount Stuart to the sound of pipes before making your way into
the Chapel for the wedding ceremony.

b.  After the ceremony, guests will be served drinks whilst wedding photographs are
being taken.

C. Guests will be invited to meet the wedding party before going to dinner
approximately 2 hours after the ceremony.

If you are having your reception only at Mount Stuart:

The format of your day would be similar to the above with a champagne reception on arrival,
allowing time for photographs to be taken.

As every event here at Mount Stuart is so unigue we believe that the suppliers you choose to
help make your special day should reflect this. We won't insist that you use any specific
suppliers for catering, music, flowers or any other aspect of your day.

What we will do, on request, is provide you with details for a number of suppliers who we feel
would be most appropriate for the kind of wedding you want to create.

All we ask is that you run them past us before you book anything - this allows us
to check that they have all the appropriate legal and insurance cover, saving you any
problems further down the line.
